T-BALL

1. Lead runner must be stopped.

2. Ball must be hit beyond the ten foot line. Batter must hit ball, not tee.

3. Runner can take extra bases on an over thrown ball.

4. Five runs scored per inning.

5. Pitcher does not have to fake throw to put ball in play.

6. Once lead runner is stopped, the play is dead. Ball must be in the infield. (Play progression)

7. Sixty minute time limit.

8. There will be no infield practice before game starts.

9. The batter gets a maximum of six swings or 3 missed swings.

10. Three missed swings batter is out.

11. No inning will start with less than three minutes left on the official game clock.

      12. All catchers must be wearing a catcher’s mask.    

                                                           COACH-PITCH

1. Time limit is one hour and thirty minutes.

2. Six pitches per batter.

3. No unlimited foul balls.

4. Three missed swings batter is out.

5. RUN RULE:  

6. Fifteen runs after third inning.

7. Eight runs after fourth and fifth innings.

8. No inning will start with less than three minutes left on official game clock.

9. Catchers will wear full protection. ( Facemask, Chest protector, Shin Guards)

 (NINE AND UNDER ONLY)

1. Time limit one hour and thirty minutes.

2. Balks one warning per pitcher. On second offense the balk will be called.

3. Tight bases- runners can steal after ball has reached home plate. (If runner leaves early he or she is out.)

4. No runner shall lead off. (If runner should lead off, time will be called and a team warning will be issued).

5. No dropped third strike. (batter is out )

6. Infield fly rule will be in effect.

7. Courtesy runner for catcher at any time (runner must be last out made)

8. Five runs per inning.

9. Run rule- fifteen after three-and eight after four and five.

10. No inning will start with less than three minutes left on official game clock 
11. Catchers MUST wear a CUP!!           

TEN AND UNDER

1. Time limit one hour and thirty minutes.

2. Runners can steal all bases. Tight bases not in effect.

3. Drop third strike batter can run.

4. Balks: pitcher will receive one warning. On second offense, balk will be called.

5. Infield fly rule is in effect.

6. Courtesy runner for catcher at any time (must be last out made)

7. Five runs per inning.

8. Run rule- fifteen after three and eight after fourth and fifth inning.

9. No inning will start will start with less than three minutes left on official game clock.

10. CATCHER must wear a CUP!

                                                            TWELVE AND UNDER

1. Time limit: one hour and forty five minutes.

2. Balks: 1 Warning given to the pitcher. A balk will then be called.

3. Courtesy runner for catcher at any time. Runner must be last out made.

4. 8 run’s per inning.

5. Run Rule: Fifteen after 3rd inning, 12 runs after 4th inning, and 8 runs after the 5th inning.

6. No inning will start with less than three minutes left on official game clock.

7. CATCHERS must wear a CUP!

FOURTEEN AND UNDER

      1. Time Limit: 1 hour and forty five minutes.

      2.  Balks will be called. NO WARNINGS.

      3.  Courtesy runner for catcher at any time. Runner must be last out made.

      4.  8 run’s per inning.

      5.  Run Rule: 15 after 3rd inning, 12 runs after 4th inning and 8 runs after 5th inning.

      6.  No inning will start with less than three minutes left on official game clock.

      7. CATCHER must wear a CUP!
GENERAL RULES

1. All coaches must remain within a 3 foot radius of the dugout opening unless you are a base coach.

2. All coaches must be in uniform. He/She must be in matching team shirt (Same as team uniform.) 
3. All batters must have one foot in the batter’s box while taking signs from the base coach. This applies from 9 and under up to 14 and under. The team will be given two warnings. After that, strikes will be called.
4. If a game ends in a tie, the game is complete. No extra innings will be played.

5. If your team has an 800 or better winning percentage, you will move up to the select league the next season. In order to stay in the recreational league, you must lose ½ of your team. The players will be put back into league draft.

6. Any team entering an USSSA Tournament and or travel to another city will have to adhere to the USSSA rules. These rules are designed for the YBR Recreational League.

7. SLASHING RULE IS IN EFFECT FOR ALL LEAGUES.WILL NOT BE TOLERATED. BATTER WILL BE OUT, AND THE COACH WILL BE EJECTED.

8. Recreational will bat roster/ Select league must declare at home plate if they will bat line up or roster.

9. There will be NO INFIELD PRACTICE before any game. This includes warming pitcher up on mound.

10. In the event of a protest, it will be followed by USSSA  Rules.

 ALL STARS SELECTIONS

All players are eligible for All Star Selection. The 1st and 2nd place teams get to select 3 players from their respective teams at a time to be determined. All coaches will vote for the players to fill out the remaining roster spots. The first place team coach, will coach the All Star team. The 2nd place team   coach will be the assistant coach. All Stars can also carry 3 alternates for the tournament.                   

                                                                   VIOLATIONS 

1. Pitcher violations- If any pitcher throws past his or hers required innings, coach will be suspended for their next scheduled game. The pitcher will be allowed to play the next game but will not be able to pitch.

2. A coach thrown out of game must go to parking lot within five minutes. The coach will be suspended for the next scheduled game. If coach is thrown from game a 2nd time in a season, he/she will be reviewed by YBR Board members. Suspension from the remainder of season is possible.
